My guess is though
that for those of us who had a chance to
dance in that original place, it holds memories
not easily forgotten and a permanent place
in our hearts. We remember and give a nod
to history as we go by every Thursday as
we have done for countless Thursdays to
dance the night away each week.

Imagine all the good times and tunes and
dancing feet that graced that oak dance floor
with it’s low stage at the North end.
